Michigan Communities
Benefit from Education
Partnership with China

Multicultural Learning

SU alumna Angela Barry
was thinking about work-
ing abroad and joining the
Peace Corps when her advisor
introduced her to a program
that would change her life.
With her degree in child
development and elementary
education, Barry received an
opportunity to spend two years in China
teaching English to children from around
the world. What she didn’t know at the time
was how successful this groundbreaking cul-
tural immersion program would become.

“I still remember every single one of those
children. They were so unique- children from
Iceland, Finland, Brussels, everywhere,”
Barry said of her time at the 3E International
Kindergarten in Beijing. “I feel like 'm for-
ever changed from this experience.”

The U.S.-China Center for Research
on Educational Excellence at Michigan
State  University’s College of Education
began developing the Education for Global
Citizenship (EGC) program in 2004. Its
mission is to prepare every child for the
demands of global citizenship by providing
knowledge, skills and experience needed to

move fluidly between two or more dramati-
cally different languages and cultures.

The 3E International Kindergarten is the
program’s first school, and MSU graduates
continue to travel overseas to teach there.
Its success led to the program’s expansion to
five school districts across Michigan and has
since caught the attention of other states.

The immersion program is designed on
three major principles. It combines the con-
cept of language, through the teaching of
simple Mandarin Chinese and English, with
a bi-cultural learning environment and a dual
pedagogy of Eastern and Western cultures.

Children spend half of their day in a west-
ernized, student-centered classroom and
the other half in an eastern-style, teacher-
directed classroom.

“Language is not to be studied, it is to be
acquired and learned,” says Yong Zhao, uni-
versity distinguished professor and executive
director of the Confucius Institute. “When
you learn a language, the most important
thing is to align the language with physical
objects.”

Each classroom is decorated in accordance
with its culture, with Chinese characters
hanging in the eastern-style classes and the
English alphabet in westernized classrooms.
This idea of immersion allows children to not
only learn about a language and a culture,
but to experience it as early as possible.

“The comprehension is phenomenal,”
says Nancy Romig, a doctoral student in
MSU’s learning, technology and culture
program. “It’s natural to fall back on your
first language, so were trying to get these
kids to think in their second language.”
Romig is a senior project director for the 3E
International Kindergarten and has a hand
in all EGC developments.

Sergio Keck, Director of Bilingual Education

Harley Franks Early Childhood Center

Currently, the program operates in the
Lansing, Berkley, Traverse City, Lamphere
and Van Buren school districts. It’s geared
toward the preschool and kindergarten lev-
els, but with increased funding and support
may grow to incorporate classes up to the
third grade.

“I believe that globalization is not just a
concept, it’s a reality,” says Sergio Keck, the
director of bilingual education at Harley
Franks Early Childhood Center at Post
Oak Elementary School in Lansing, the first
U.S. school to adopt EGC. “This program
is a great opportunity to teach children at a
young age about other cultures.”

The Lansing initiative is in high demand,
with recent programs filling within two
weeks of opening. Keck adds that a Spanish
language immersion program is in the works,
and would not be possible without EGC.

“We're thankful for our partnerships. This
program wouldn’t have been this successful
without relationships and partnerships with
the Confucius Institute,” Keck says.

The Institute and the U.S.-China Center
aid teachers from China in obtaining visas,
and then train them for certification and
work in Michigan schools.

The Institute at MSU is the only one
offering online language courses, one of
the reasons it received a 2007 Confucius
Institute of the Year award.

“I think it’s amazing for the kids,” Barry
says. She recalls a student who spoke only
French and German who, after a few months
in the immersion program, became fluent in
Chinese and English as well.

Barry says, “If I had a child, I would put
them in that school.”

Award Winning
Confucius Institute

Michigan State University's
Confucius Institute was honored
in China as a 2007 Confucius
Institute of the Year, one of only
four institutes in the United States
and 20 worldwide to receive the

designation.

Awards were presented during the
opening ceremony of the Second
Confucius Institute Conference,
where leaders reiterated the

goal of increasing the number of
institutes from 210 to 500 by the
year 2010.

MSU’s Confucius Institute is the
only one offering online Chinese
language courses, reaching more
than 2,000 K-12 students and adults
when combined with other
Web-based learning materials and

face-to-face programs in schools.
